LENTEN BIBLE STUDY:  Our Lenten study this year will be from the book “Between a Rock and a Grace Place” by Carol Kent.  Have you ever run into a huge boulder the likes of which you have never encountered in your walk with God?  Do you need to see that rock as an opportunity rather than an obstacle?  Would you like to see how God can transform your hard places into grace places filled with faith, mercy, contentment, praise, blessing, freedom, laughter and adventure?  Your rocks don’t have to cause you to lose hope.  Press into the rock and discover surprises far better than birthday or Christmas could ever be.  Each study will be 1 hour long and will include a DVD and book discussion.  The sessions will be held on Sunday afternoons at 4:00 beginning February 26 and will last through Palm Sunday, April 1st.
